2. If the contact information is incorrectly provided on the application, resulting in failure to receive notifications, the
applicant will be fully responsible for any consequences, including the cancellation of admission.

4. Applicants receiving a scholarship of more than 16 million KRW from another institution are not required to sulbomit
a Certificate of Financial Guarantee; however, they must submit a Certificate/Letter of Confirmation from the
institution that will pay their tuition during their period of study at Kyungpook National University.

6. As many applications will be expected on the last day of online application, please complete the application as
soon as possible before the deadline.
