Stage 1 / Applying for a place

1. Course selection:

Before completing an application either online or manually
from this publication, you should visit the University website at:

When deciding on your program of study and commencement
semester/trimester consider whether you may need to
undertake English language tuition or the Newcastle
International College’s Tertiary Preparation Program.

2. Admission requirements:

Assessment for admission to the University is based on your
academic qualifications, English proficiency and sometimes
other criteria as per the online program handbook. Please
complete all relevant sections of the application form and
attach certified copies of all academic transcripts and any
other items you wish to include. Further information regarding
what is considered to be certified can be found at: www.

The University has the right to request the presentation of
original documents at any time during the application process
or while the student is enrolled at the University.

If you are applying for advanced standing, it is recommended
that you supply the following documents with your application;
program outline, detailed course descriptions, methods of
assessment, hours of contact, duration of courses and a list
of textbooks used which is certified by the institution in which
you studied for all courses you wish to be assessed for credit.

3. Assessing your application:

Once we have received your application, it will be assessed for
entry as soon as possible. You can assist in our assessment
by ensuring that you have answered all questions and provided
all necessary information and documents to support your
application.

Stage 2 / Review your letter of offer

Successful applicants will receive from International
Admissions, an offer of a place and acceptance document
which will provide information on the tuition fees, health
insurance fees, student amenities fees, the date of
commencement of the program of study and the refund policy.
Successful applicants will receive either an Unconditional or
Conditional Letter of Offer.

Unconditional Offer

If you have provided all relevant certified documents, and
met the University’s academic and English proficiency
requirements, the University will send you a Letter of Offer
without any conditions.

Conditional Offer

The University may send you a conditional offer if you have not
provided all that is required to issue you with an Unconditional
offer. You will be notified of what is required from you in the
offer. Once you have met the requirements stipulated under
“Conditions” in your offer letter, an unconditional offer will be
forwarded to you.

Confirmation of Enrolment (CoE) will not be issued until all
conditions are met.

If an application is unsuccessful, applicants will receive an
explanatory letter.
