The University of Cyprus is a member in more than 50
University Networks and Associations worldwide, while
it has signed Bilateral Agreements of Cooperation with

Aula Cervantes

The University has been chosen by the Instituto Cervantes
for the establishment on its premises the Aula Cervantes
in 2011. The Aula offers Spanish language classes

to university students and to the public in general

and it also organizes the DELE examinations

in collaboration with the Instituto Cervantes.

Confucius Institute

Another significant development for the University of Cyprus
was the establishment of the Confucius Institute on its
premises (October 2014), which is the first to be established
in Cyprus. The Institute is a non-profit organisation

and a joint venture between the Office of Chinese
Language Council International (Hanban), the University
of Cyprus and the Beijing Institute of Education. Its mission
is to work with the public sector, businesses and academia
in both Cyprus and China, so as to develop stronger
educational, cultural and commercial links between the two
countries by offering a large spectrum of programmes,
events and other activities on Chinese language, culture,
arts and business.
