If you wish to bring your family, you must provide evidence
that you will be able to support them financially while they
are in Australia. There are costs associated with schooling,
childcare and health insurance.

The Australian currency is the Australian Dollar (AUD).

Residential schools may be compulsory or recommended,
and vary in duration. They are usually conducted at a
CQUniversity campus where an intensive block of classes
allows you to obtain practical hands-on experience and
network with lecturers, other students and in some cases
industry specialists.

If you have previously studied at another university or
institution within the last ten years, or have professional
experience, you may be eligible for recognition of prior
learning (also known as advanced standing, credit
exemption and credit transfer).

Recognition of prior learning must be applied for at the time of
applying for your course. Your qualifications and professional
experience will be assessed on a case-by-case basis.
Confirmation of approved credits will be made when you
receive an Offer of Admission.
