PASS is an
informal and welcoming environment to study,
where you can gain a deeper understanding
of unit content and meet other students from
your course.

The Greater Western Sydney region is Western Sydney University’s home. The region encompasses the
area northwest, southwest and west of Sydney and is Australia’s third-largest regional economy. With
a population of more than two million people from 170 countries, it is a thriving centre of opportunity,
diversity and innovation that welcomes international students.

BUSINESS

Many multinational corporations have

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HISTORY

The Greater Western Sydney region was
originally inhabited by several Indigenous
nations including the Bediagal and Darug
people. Radiocarbon dating shows human
activity in the area 30,000 years ago. It is also
steeped in colonial history - European settlers
arrived here just ten months after landing at
what is now the Rocks in the heart of Sydney
in1788.

Old Government House in Parramatta was
the ‘country’ home of ten NSW governors in
the first half-century of European settlement
in Australia. The World Heritage listed site in
Parramatta Park, built between 1799 and 1816,
contains furniture and treasures from the 19th
century and is open to the public.

THE OUTDOORS

With nature close at hand, including national
parks, abundant parklands, the Parramatta,
Nepean and Hawkesbury Rivers, Western
Sydney is ideal for outdoor and sports
enthusiasts. It’s easy to find a place to jog,
walk, cycle, row, kayak or swim, or enjoy a
peaceful picnic, barbecue or friendly game of
cricket, soccer or Frisbee with friends.

The region is also close to the World Heritage-
listed Blue Mountains, where you can go
bushwalking, canyoning, camping, rock
climbing and horse riding against the dramatic
backdrop of rainforests, mountains, valleys
and waterfalls.

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SPORT, SHOPPING AND FOOD

Western Sydney also boasts some successful
football, rugby league, cricket and Australian
Football League teams if you want to watch
a game or join a community sporting team
yourself.

The nearby Sydney Olympic Park at
Homebush, site of the 2000 Olympics,
offers aquatic and archery centres and cycle
tracks open to the public. The park’s ANZ
stadium and other venues host national and
international football, hockey, basketball and
tennis tournaments and athletics events, as
well as major contemporary music concerts.

Across Western Sydney, if you are keen on
shopping, you'll discover a wide selection

of department stores, cinemas, restaurants,
cafes, local markets and specialty stores. You
can explore major retail centres, including
Westfield Parramatta, one of Australia’s
largest shopping centres.

UNDER 18 - ACCOMMODATION

All students under 18 years of age are

required to live:

a) with a relative or a legal custodian over
21years who will be approved by the
Australian Government Department of
Home Affairs, or

b) under an accommodation and welfare
arrangement approved by the University.

Where a student chooses option b) above,
i.e. a University approved accommodation
and welfare arrangement, the University will
be responsible for issuing a Confirmation of
Appropriate Accommodation and Welfare
(CAAW).

The parent/guardian must provide evidence
to the University that they have entered

into an accommodation agreement with

the homestay provider which sets out the
specific accommodation arrangements to be
provided to the student for the duration of
the agreement, before a CAAW will be issued.
The accommodation agreement must begin
no later than the commencement date shown
on the student’s Confirmation of Enrolment,
and remain in place for the duration of the
student’s enrolment plus seven days, or until
the student turns 18 years of age, whichever
occurs sooner.

With Professor Syed Ziaur Rahman’s family
background, his destiny always lay in human
health.

Professor Rahman is a scion of one of the
great Unani physician families, with roots
dating to the twelfth century. His family are the
custodians of many medical manuscripts from
as long ago as the tenth century. Among these
are extremely rare editions.

His family helped found the practice of Unani
in India where it became, along with Ayurveda,
one of the twin pillars of traditional medicine
practiced across the subcontinent for
centuries, and remains widely used to this day.

Professor Rahman has an illustrious research
and teaching career in pharmacology. His global
impact includes pioneering work to eliminate
animal exploitation in medical teaching,
exploring the contemporary potential of
traditional medicine, and founding a new field
of research into the environmental impacts of
pharmacology. Professor Rahman was awarded
a PhD in Medicine from Western in 2015.

He is a difficult man to catch between planes,
countries and engagements. An email Q&A
came back from somewhere in the world and
is as illuminating as his work.

Q: Can you take us back to your childhood
and first awareness of the significance of
your family in Unani medicine?

A: | vividly remember the Unani polyclinic
being run from our house in Aligarh city. My
grandfather used to involve me in preparation
of medicines, especially different oils and
tablets. When my grandfather developed

a tremor and difficulty in writing, he dictated
letters for his patients to me. In this way,

| learned basic concepts of Unani medicine.
Because of this experience, | took
Pharmacology as my main subject.

Q: Could you explain Unani?

A: Unani is founded on the basis of four
humours: Black bile, Yellow bile, Phlegm

and Sanguine. Unani medicine promotes six
essential factors that are considered
responsible for maintenance or bringing about
changes in the body. There are six essential
factors: Ambient air, Food and drink, Sleep and
wakefulness, Excretion and retention, Rest

and activity of body, and Psychological activity.

Q: What is your view of ‘Big Pharma’?

A: Ah...it’s a great question and needs long
debate. Big Pharma, in my view, is a business,
and sometimes operates for sinister purposes
and against public interest. It also includes
‘Lifestyle Drugs’ that are applied to
medications which treat non-existent diseases,
non-life-threatening and non-painful
conditions such as baldness, wrinkles, acne
etc. These are not medical problems at all but
intentionally medicalised for pharma gain.

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Academic English For Tertiary Studies
(CRICOS Code 082069M)

Academic English for Tertiary Studies has
been specifically designed to develop English
as a second language (ESL) students’ English
proficiency to enable them to communicate
confidently, express ideas effectively and
achieve rhetorical competence so that

they attain a level of language proficiency
corresponding to the standard required

for entry to Australian tertiary educational
institutions.

This course has five modules, English for
Academic Purposes (EAP) 1to 5, catering for
Pre-Intermediate to Advanced English level
students. Each module consists of

10 weeks and includes 20 hours per week

of face-to-face teaching.

- EAP 1- This course provides a bridge
between general English skills and
academic skills in reading, listening,
speaking and writing. During the course,
students will concentrate on basic grammar
and sentence structure, leading to more
complex texts.

- EAP 2 - EAP 2 provides students with a
foundation in academic writing, reading,
listening and speaking skills through
general coursework, oral presentations,
factual reports and regular assignments.

- EAP 3 - This level consolidates students’
understanding of a range of academic texts
and builds on the skills developed in the
EAP 2 course.

BEFORE UNIVERSITY

TUITION FEES AND REFUND POLICY

Your Offer of Admission letter will include
the tuition fees you need to pay and your
compulsory overseas student health

cover costs. All required fees must be

paid in advance for each session/teaching
period. Non-payment of fees may lead to
discontinuation of your enrolment which may
impact your visa.

Tuition fees are subject to annual increase
each calendar year. You will also be required
to pay for repeat or additional subjects.
Please note tuition fees cover the cost of
your tuition only. They do not include other
expenses associated with your study, such as
books, equipment, accommodation and living
expenses.

If you require a refund of your fees, it is
important that you notify Western Sydney
International in writing as soon as possible.
The exact refund you will be entitled to will be
assessed according to the Refund Policy. Your
copy of the University’s Refund Policy will be
sent with your Letter of Offer.

OBTAINING A STUDENT VISA

Before you come to study in Australia,

you must obtain a student visa from the
Department of Home Affairs (DHA). To
apply for your visa you must include your
Confirmation of Enrolment that is issued by
the University once you have accepted your
Offer of Admission and have paid all required
fees.

You may not require a student visa to study in
Australia if you hold another valid temporary
visa that allows you to enter and stay in
Australia with no restrictions on study.

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OVERSEAS STUDENT HEALTH COVER
(OSHC)

OSHC is compulsory medical cover for student
visa holders and their dependants and covers
much of the cost of medical and hospital care
while in Australia. OSHC by Allianz Global
Assistance is the preferred provider for
Western Sydney University.

If you do not have valid OSHC, you will be
required to pay OSHC when you accept your
offer to the University. Your OSHC costs will
be included in your Letter of Offer. You must
maintain your OSHC while in Australia.

EDUCATION OF DEPENDENTS

If you have school-aged children and you
intend to bring them with you to Australia, you
will need to arrange for them to attend school.
You will be required to pay International
Student fees for their tuition in Primary and
Secondary schools in Australia.

ADVANCED STANDING (ACADEMIC CREDIT)

If you wish to apply for credit transfer for your
previous studies, you should indicate this in
your application to the University. Please also
supply full curriculum details of your previous
studies so that your application for advanced
standing can be assessed.

Your prior learning may also be considered for
credit towards your postgraduate coursework
program where the prior learning is related to
assessable components of the course.

Advanced standing may reduce the duration
of your course and thereby reduce the length
of your visa.

DEFERMENT

If you have accepted your offer and wish

to defer the start of your degree to a later
session, you must contact Western Sydney
International to request a deferment.
Deferment can only be considered if you have
not already arrived in Australia or if you are
studying at another institution in Australia
and need more time to complete your study.
If your request to defer is successful, the
University will issue a new Letter of Offer,
which you must accept, and a Confirmation
of Enrolment. Your student visa may also be
impacted.

ADDITIONAL FEES AND COSTS

Annual tuition fees only cover the cost of
your tuition. They do not include other
expenses associated with university study
such as accommodation, books, equipment,
photocopying, printing, stationery and living
expenses.

Some courses will have additional compulsory
costs as a requirement for completion of units
in the course. For example, nursing students
will be required to obtain a current First Aid
certificate and will have extra costs such as
immunisations and a Lab Pack.
