ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS

UNDERGRADUATE ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS:

To be considered for admission to an undergraduate program at Lakehead
University, we require:

INTERNATIONAL BACCALAUREATE PROGRAM (1B)
ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS:

International Baccalaureate Diploma Program applicants who achieve their diploma
with a total score of at least 24 may be eligible for admission. Three Higher Level
subjects must be completed. Prerequisite courses can be presented at either
Standard Level or Higher Level. Meeting the minimum admission requirements does
not guarantee admission. Some of our competitive programs may require a total
score greater than 24.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT:
